Guests
within a 50-mile radius of theld are required to join SMAC after

their third flying visit to theeld regardless of the CLUB Sponsor.
2. No alcoholic beverages are permitted at the diyiald.
3. Parking is permitted in designated areas onlg.Beld Map.

4. All litter, including cigarette butts, will be gked up before leaving the
grounds.

5. A safety check of all aircraft and equipment Ehalmade
prior to each flight.|&ontrols will be checked prior to each flight.

6. All engines of 0.10 cubic inch or larger displaxat will be
effectively muffled. "@time" ignition engines may be operated without
mufflers in flight, nti exceed 10 minutes, and on the ground, not teexkc
minutes.

7. To prevent contamination of the soil all Refuglof Engine powered
aircraft will use a Caftank. All fuel in the Catch Tank will be returned
the members fuel suppptainer.

8. No ENGINESwill be started prior to 10:00 A.M. Sundays, 8:00VA
all other days. Eledrand gliders can be flown anytime.

9. Itis the responsibility of each flyer to insubhat the flying field is clear of
people, animals, or othiecraft before starting a take-off roll or landi
approach. In case of addstick condition the flyer will loudly call out
"DEAD STICK" to warn othiyers to clear the landing area.
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10. There will be NO low flying, aerobatics, or landiapproaches over the
pits, spectatorgkp®y areas, or near by residences.@dls
POWEREIight south of the runway is prohibited.

11. Transmitters with changeable frequency modulegystals will be
checked to insure tlorrect module or crystal and corresponding

frequency numberflag is installed, and that the transmitter power
switch is in the "BFposition.

12. ALL transmitters (except 27 and 53 MHz) WILL barrow band units.

13. No one will keep a frequency pin longer than 20utes at anyone time
when another flygmiaiting for that frequency.

14. All club members shall display their current yelub card (or a Copy
there of) on the@rgon or field box when flying at the club field.
Club members shglace a copy of their "Current Year Club
Card" at the 'Pin Board' leation corresponding to the Frequency
Pin they will be using. Clumember Flying Guest(s) will place
their "Current Year AM A Cad" at the 'Pin Board' location
corresponding to the Fregacy Pin they will be using.

15. All fixed-wing Aircraft are to be started in the Pit Area with the nose
pointed toward thenway. Insure everyone is clear of the Propelles

Side and Front dag engine run-up. Props break or come off and can
cause injury or dage.

16. After landing the airplane is to be taxied t@ barrier opening at the

edge of the runwagd the engine(s) shut off. Aircraft are not to be
taxied to the FArea.

17. All flying will be done at the Pilot Line nextto the runway.
