The Solar Power Supply (12 Volts D.C. is up and running. Thanks go to President Baker for the 12
Volt deep discharge battery; to Barney for the heavy lifting on the roof when installing the solar panels;
and to Bob Braun for advice, consultation and suggestions during construction.

The following 12 Volt outlets are available: 1 Auto cigar lighter outlet, 2 positive tip phone jacks, 3 Ba-
nana plug socket sets, and several Alligator Clip positions.

To use, simply plug in or clip on and charge. The MASTER Switch should be left on at all times.

It takes several sunny days to fully charge the battery and the system has a built in regulator to pre-
vent overcharging.
